All of the quilts will be available for viewing on the Quilt  Run 101 web-�
site in the near future so that you can be amazed at how 14 very different fabrics can still come to-�
gether into one quilt cohesively.  Each year when I see the entries, I’m always amazed.  I’m not sure I�
would be up to the challenge myself, so kudos to all of you who participated.�

We are just back from International Quilt Market which was held in Minneapolis this year.  As al-�
ways, we enjoyed ourselves more than we probably should have and we look forward to seeing the�
delight on everyone’s faces as they view the new products and ideas that we brought back with us.�
We’ve picked up several new items which will be great for purses, totes, or other general sewing�
projects.  We will have 14” zippers in 36 different colors, colorful snaps in different colors & types,�
jumbo rick-rack, and multi-purpose cloth.  We found several fun new patterns including cloth floor�
mats, dog leashes and a raincoat.  Be sure to stop in the shop over the next several weeks to see all the�
fun stuff we found.  And later this summer, new colors of Bali Pops will also be coming in.  We are�
already planning to host several classes next fall in several of these new fun patterns we found.�

pull your cards if you want to participate in this year’s challenge.  Each participant will receive one�
yard of complementary fabric for turning in their entries on time (to be picked up when they pick up�
their quilt).

Do you like the accuracy of traditional paper piecing, but "hate" to sew through and then remove the�
paper from your block when finished?  If so, this class is for you.  You will be learn the technique of�
"paperless paper piecing" that alleviates the necessity of sewing through the pattern and then remov-�
ing it in bits and pieces.  No more stressed seams, no more making "umpteen" copies of your pattern.�
One pattern can make 8-10 blocks.  Come and join us to learn and then apply the technique to almost�
any paper piecing pattern.  Class fee includes heart pattern and fabric.�
